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Any Slight Attempt to Patronize Lee Myung Bak Will Entail 

Miserable Consequences: FM Spokesman

 
Pyongyang, March 4 (KCNA) -- A spokesman for the Foreign Ministry 

of the DPRK Sunday issued the following statement: 

The Lee Myung Bak group of traitors of south Korea again committed 
the  gravest  provocation  quite  contrary  to  the  desire  and  wishes  of  the 
Korean people and the world people for peace and stability on the Korean 
Peninsula. 

The Lee group kicked off war exercises in collusion with outside forces 
during the period of mourning over the great loss to the nation.
